VIGIL READINGS

I READING: ON BL. JANE OF AZA, MOTHER OF ST. DOMINIC FROM THE CHRONICLES OF RODRIGUEZ DE SERRATO
Bl. Jane was born into a Castillian noble family. Renowned

for her piety and virtue, she gave birth to four sons. Her

youngest son, Dominic, became the founder of the Order

of Friars Preachers. In addition, two of her other sons became

priests, and both have been declared Blessed by the

Church. She died in 1190.

II READING: FROM THE LIFE OF ST. MARTIN OF TOURS BY SULPICIUS SERVERUS.

St. Martin, the son of pagan parents and a soldier-father, became

a catecumen seeking baptism at the age of ten. At the age of

fifteen he was conscripted into the army, where he was known

to have lived more as a monk than a soldier. It was while in

the army that he was baptized. Leaving the army to serve

Christ, he went to Poitiers (France) to become a disciple of

St. Hilary. In 371 the people of Tours made him their Bishop

and he died in 397.

III READING: FROM THE HERALD OF DIVINE LOVE ON HOW ST. GERTRUDE OF HELFTA LOOKED AT A CRUCIFIX.

Born in 1253, Gertrude entered a monastery of Benedictine

nuns in Helfta (Saxony) at the age of five. While in her

twenties, she began receiving a series of visions of Our Lord,

for which she became famous. She is known especially for

her devotion to the Sacred Heart. She came to spiritual

maturity through the aid of the Dominican friars who were

her confessors. She died in 1302.

IV READING: FROM A SERMON FOR THE FEAST OF ST. STEPHEN (DECEMBER 26) BY ST. FULGENTIUS OF RUSPE.
St. Stephen was among the first group of deacons in the Church

and was the first Christian to receive the martyr’s crown.

An account of his eloquent defense of the faith and his

subsequent death by stoning is recounted in St. Luke’s

Acts of the Apostles. Among the onlookers at his martyrdom

was the zealous Saul, who would later be converted

by Christ on the road to Damascus. As St. Stephen

was being killed, he fell to his knees and prayed for the forgiveness

of his killers. Stephen died around the year 34.
